Light Reflectance Value (LRV)

Light reflectance value (LRV), is a measure of visible and usable 
light that is reflected from a surface when illuminated by a 
light source. The table below shows the average LRV values 
measured for a range of polytec colours. 

The colour tone of wood grain prints and stone structures can 
differ significantly depending on the position of the surface area 
measured. Generally it is difficult to get a consistent LRV value 
for wood grain or stone patterns and the value shown is an 
average unlike solid colours which reflect a consistent result.

LRVs published in polytec marketing and technical materials 
are provided as a guide to assist specification. Minor variations 
may occur due to manufacturing processes, colour variation 
and testing conditions. Where projects require specific LRV 
compliance, it is recommended that values be confirmed using.
